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THE MAHARASHTRA PUBLIC UNIVERSITIES ACT, 2016
(Provision of Board of Studies under section 40,63,64 and 65)
40 — Board of Studies

40. (1) There shall be a Board of Studies for every subject or group of subjects prescribed by the

Statutes. The Board of Studies shall be the primary academic body of the university.
(2) The Board of Studies shall consist of the foltowing members, namely :-

(a) head of the university department or institution in the relevant subject :

Provided that, where there is no university department in the subject, the Board shall, at its first
meeting co-opt the head of the department who is recognized for imparting teaching to post
graduate students in an affiliated college or a recognized institution having post graduate
teaching in that subject;

(b) six teachers having minimum ten years teaching experience, nominated by the Vice-
chancellor in consultation with the Dean of the respective faculty, from the following
categories. namely :-

(1) one teacher from amongst the full time teachers of the university departments in the relevant
subject;

(i1) two teachers from amongst recognized post-graduate teachers in affiliated colleges, or
recognized institutions or post-graduate centers offering post graduate programme in the
concerned subject;

(iii) thrce teachers from affiliated colleges and recognized institutions other than heads of
departments;

{c¢) three heads of departments from affiliated colleges and recognized institutions to be elected
from amongst the collegiums of heads of departments of affiliated colleges and recognized
institutions.

{d) the Board of Studies, at its first meeting, shall.-

(i) Subject to the provisions of section 65, elect one of the members as a chairperson of the
board of the studies from amongst its members :

Provided that the member to be elected as a chairperson of Board of Studies shall be a post
graduate recognized teacher imparting teaching to post graduate students; and thereafter co-
opt ~

(i1) one professor from other universities; and
(1) four experts as under :-

(A)a person holding a rank not lower than that of Assistant Director, in national laboratories
or institutions: or recognized institutions or industry or experts in the related field having
published at lcast one reference book in the subject; or at least three research papers in
recognized national or international journals;

(B) an eminent schotlar in the subject:

(C)an eminent person from the subject-related industrics or association or professional body:

(D)person having at least ten ycars working or ownership or advisory or consultancy
experience in the field relevant to the subject.

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(Provision of section 63,64 and 65)
63 — Cessation of Membership

63. Notwithstanding anything contained in this Act or the Statutes made
thereunder, where a person, elected, nominated, appointed or co-opted, as the case
may be, as an officer of university or a member of any of the authority or bodies of
the university by virtue of his being eligible to be so elected, nominated, appointed
or co-opted as such an officer or a member under any of the categories of officers
or members specified by or under the relevant provisions of this Act in relation to
such office, authority or body, he shall cease to be such an officer of the university
or a member of such an authority or a body as soon as he ceases to belong to such
category and shall be deemed to have vacated his office as such officer or member.

64 — Disqualification for Membership of authority

64. A person shall be disqualified for being a member of any of the authoritics,
bodies and committee of university and voting to the authorities, bodies and
committees, if he —

(a) is of unsound mind and stands so declared by a competent court ; or
(b) is an undischarged insolvent; or
(c) has been convicted of any offence involving moral turpitude; or

(d) 1s conducting or engaging himself in private tuitions or private coaching
classes; or

(e) has been punished for indulging in or promoting unfair practices in the
conduct of any examination and evaluation, in any form, anywhere; or

(f) has willfully omitted or refused to carry out the provision of this Act,
Statutes or Ordinances, or has acted in any manner detrimental to the interests of
the university; or

(g) has been punished in any form, by the competent authority for committing a
misconduct; or

(h) discloses or causes to disclose to the public, in any manner whatsoever, any
confidential matter, in relation to the examination and evaluation, the knowledge of
which he has come to be in possession, due to his official position :

Provided that, the right of voting of the person in respect of clauses (e) and
(g) shall remain suspended during the term of punishment under the said clauses.

65 — Ineligibility for second consecutive term

65. No person shall be a member of Management Council or Chairman of Board of
Studies, for a second consecutive term whether, as an elected, nominated or co-
opted member, as the case may be :

Provided that, any person who was the member of the Management Council
of the university or Chairman of the Board of Studies, for the first time whether as
elected, nominated or co-opted member, as the case may be, on the date of
commencement of this Act, shall not be deemed to have enjoyed the consecutive
term if he is nominated or elected or co-opted for the first time after the
commencement of this Act.

1. Short litle. —This Statute may be called the Maharashtra 1’ublic Universities (Proceduie
“or Conduct of Elections to Various Authoritics and Bodies of the Universily) Uniform
Statute, 2017,

{¢) “continuing candidate” means any candidate 1ot elected or not excluded [rom the
poll al any given stage of counting of votes;

{(d) “count” means all the operations involved In the counting of the first preferenees
reccorded for candidales; or all the opcrations involved in the transfer of the surplus ol an
elected candidate; or all the operaticns invoived in the transler of the votes of an eliminated

(e) “clector” means any person cntitled %o vote in the clection of any authority or body

(g) “next avaiable preference” means a second or subsequent preference recorded in
consecutive numerical order for a continuing candidate, the preferences, next in order on
voting paper for candidates already elected or eliminated from the poll being ignored;

(h) “non-transferable paper” means a voling paper on which no second or subsequent
proference is recorded for a conlinuing candidate or the names of two or more candidales
{whether continuing or nol) are marked with the same number and are next in order of
preference; or the name of the candidate next in order of preference {(whether continuing
or nol) is marked by a number not following consecutively after some other number on the
voting paper; or by lwo or more numbers ur for any other reason 1t cannot be delermined
for which of the continuing candidates the next avallable preference of the cleclor 1s
recorded;

(i} “original vote” in regard to any candidale means a vole derived {from a voling pape:
on which a f{irst preference is recorded for that candidate;

()} “guota” means the number of voies sufficient to sccure the election of a candidale,

7. Powers of the Registrar Lo Prepare Schedule of FKleciion, Validity of Voles and Resull

(1) to prepare the Schedule of elections and get the same approved by the Vice-
Chancellor;

(2) to decide, in case of doubt, the validity or invalidity of a vote recorded ;
{3) to declare the result of cach clection.

8. Electoral Roll —

(1) The Registrar shall prepare scparate clectoral roll for collegiums entitled to vole,
with the names in alphabetical order beginning with surname-first name-middle name and
addresses.

(2) Except when an clection is held at a meeling, the persons entitled Lo vole at an
clection Lo any of the authorities or bodies shall, respectively, be the persons whose names
are entered on their respective electoral roll

(3} The provisional elcctoral roll of persens, entitled to vole at an clection to the
authoritics or bodies of the University shall be published on the Election Portal on the
official web site of the University, al least forty-five elear days before the date of eleclion.

{4} The Registrar shall have the power 1o correel the electoral roll, if any omission or
wrong enbries are brought to his notice within five days from the date of publication of Lhe
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clectoral roll. In case of any dispute, an appeal against the clectorai roll shall be preferred
to the Vice-Charncellor within five days [rom the date of publication of the corrected
clectoral roll and the Vice Chancelior’s decision shall be [inal.

(5) The finai eicctoral roll alter corrcctions, if any, shall be publishcd on the Election
Portal on the officiai web site of the University, al least thirty clear days belvre the dale
of clection.

{6) The final electaral roll shall be pubushed on the dcsignated notice board and aiso
on the Election Portar on lhe official web site of the University which can be downloaded
ree of costs.

{7) Printed copies of the eclecloral ro:l shail be delivered en application to any person
o payment of such [ees as may be preseribed by the University.

9. Nolice of Election.—

(1) Irn case of elections to authorilies and bodies of the University to be held at Polling
Centres, the notice of election shall be gmven by the Registrar al least twenty-Lve clear
days before the date of election. In the said nolice, a detaiied eleclion programme mcluding
the last date and time fixed for -ecciving nominations, fees for nominalion, the date of
clection and relevant detalls regardicg the vacancy shall be precisely stated. All such
notices shall be published by the Universily on the Klection Portal of its official website
and shall digplay on the designaled notice board of the Universily.

(2) In the case where an election s ‘o be held at a meeling of an authority or body,
the notice of clection shall be issued al lcast ‘wenty clear aays before the date of the
meeting.

10, Nominations.—

(1) Candidates shall submit their nominations for elections ta various authoriiics and
vouies in the preseribed form  along with the copies of the required decuments, 1 person,
or through a person authorized by him in writing, al the University office before 5-00 np.m.
on lhe last day [ixed for receiving nominations.

(2) The lasl dave for the receipt of numinations sha:l bo--

(a) ten clear days before the daie of clection in case of an clection to be held at
the meeting of any authority or body of the University;
(6) sixteen clear days belore Lie date of election in case of clections at the polling
centres.

Provided that, in case there arc less than three volers, the candidate himsell may
propose and second his own nominalion,

(4) A nomination naper which does not comply with all the requirements herein
mentioned shall be invalid and il shall be rejected

(5) I shall be open to a candidate to withdraw [rom an cicction : provided he submits
an application for withdrawal signed by the candidale, in persan, or througn a person
authorized by him in writing, ai. the University affice, before 5-00 p.m. on the date preseribed
in the clection schedule.

(6) As soon as possible after the last day (ixed [or the receipt of nominations, at a lime
and place fixed by the Registrar, and mentioned in the notice of clection, any person or
persons nominated by the Registrar shall serutinize the neminations. The candidate or his
agent, whose name bas been included in the final clectoral roll duely authorized by the
candidate in wriling in this behall, shall be entitied 1o be present abl such scrutiny.
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(7) In the case of dispute or doubt regarding the validity of a nomination paper, an
appeal may be made to the Vice-Chanccellor and his decision shall be final.

(8) If the numﬁ)er of valid nominations does not excced the number of vacancies to be
(illed, the candidates nominaled shall be declared to have been clected on the date of
declaration of result of election.

11.  Procedure for election by Ballct al a Meeting —

(7) In the agenda for the meeting of an authority or body, an item ol election by ballot
shall be included and the duration for voling, shall be preeisely notified.

(2) Voting papers with the names of persons nominated, printed or typed thercon
shall be furnished al the meeting held for the purpose of the clection. All the cligible
members present at the meeting shall be entitled to vote at the election. When two or
morc authoritics or bodies are jointly entitled to elect a representative and the clechion
takes place at a mecting, a member who 1s common to two or more authorities or bodies
shall be entitled to only one vote. The scrutiny shall be conducted by the Registrar or the
person nominated by him and nol less than two scrulinizers Lo be selected by the Chairpersen
of the meeting from amongst those present atl the meeling.

12, Procedure for Hlection at Polling Centres —

In all cases when an electivn is held wherein votes arce Lo be recorded al polling
centres, the procedure for the recording of voles by ballot shall be as under - —

{1) The polling centres shall be decided by the Registrar. The Registrar shall
appoint as many Polling Oflicers as are nceessary at the polling centres.

(2) The hours of voting at the respective poliing cenires shall be determined in
advance and stated in the notice of election.

(3) It shall be responsibility of the Principals of affiliated or conducted colleges
and Heads of the recognized inslitutions to provide all necessary infrastructure, support
[acilitics and man power for the smooth and timely conduct of elections.

- (4) Names of contesting candidates shall be notified to voters within three days
after the last date of withdrawal of nominations.

(&) The Polling Officer shail cnsure that the law and order is maintained al the
polling cenire. No person other than a voter shall be permitted to enter the poliing
compariment,

(6) No voler shall be allowed to enter the pelling compartment for recording his
vote before the commencement or afler the expiry of the period fixed for the purposc.

(7) Immediately before the polling commences, the Polling Qfficer shall show Lo
the candidate or his authorized agents present at the Polling Centre that the ballot
box is empty and shall then lock and secal it for the usc.

(8) Immediately before the ballot paper is issued to a voter, the number of the
voter shall be entered on the counterfoil, and the same shall be signed by the voler
and a mark shall be placed by the issuing officer in his copy of the clectoral roli
against the number of the voter to whom the voting paper is issued.

(9) Before the ballol paper is issued lo a voler, a mark of indelible ink shall be
made on the forefinger of the right hand of the voter. In the case where the voler has
his forefinger missing, a mark of indelible ink shall be made on any other finger of his
right hand, and in the case where all the fingers of his right hand are missing, a mark
of indelible ink shall be made on the forefinger or any other finger of his left hand,
and in the case where all his {ingers of both the hands are missing, a mark of indelible
ink shall be made on his right or left arm as he possesses.

(10) The voler on receiving the ballot paper shall forthwith precced to one of the
polling compartments, where he shall mark his preference/s and put his paper into
the ballot box.

(21) If the polling officer is satisfied that owing 1o blindness or other physical
infirmity, a voter is unable to make & mark on Lhe ballol paper without assislance, ne
shall permit the voter to take with him a companion ol not less than cighteen vears
of age to the polling compariment for recording the vole on ithe bellol paper on his
behalf and in accordance with his wishes, and, if necessary, [or [olding the ballot paper
50 as Lo conceal the vote and inserting b into the baliot box

All persons assigned with election duly and not able Lo cast Lheir votes at the pelling
centres where they are enrolled as voters, shall be facilitated to Lender their votes at the
place of election duty. Names and voter numbers of such persons shall be included v the
voters’ list ol the polling cenire concerued.

14, Scrutiny of Voting Pupers.—

(1) All voting papers shall be serutinized by the Registrar or by such other person or
persons as may be authorized by the Registrar. The Registrar may delegate his power in
relation to scrutiny and counting ol voling pawvers to any other person or persons under
his control.

(2} The candidate or his agent, who shall be a voler of a particular constiluency, auly
authorized by him in writing on his behalf shall be entilled to be present at such serutiny.

15, Counting of Voling Papers.—

(7) After the voling vapers for an clectoral body have been serutinized and counted,
the Regisirar or the person or persons authorized by him, shall examine the voting papers
and sl:ail sort them into parcels according Lo the first prelerence recorded {or each candicale,
rejecting voling papers that are invabid.

(2) The Regisirar or the person or persons authorized by him, shall then ceunt the
number of voting papers in cach parcel and shall eredit cach candidate with a number of
votcs cqual Lo the number of valid papers on which a first prelerence has been recorded

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(8) The candidate or his ageat who shaii be a voter of the particular constituency, duly
authorized by him in wriling on his behalfl shall only be permitted to be present during
counting of votes, No person other than the candidate or his authorized agent and the
person involved in election process shall be allowed within a radius of reasonable distancc
from the place of counting.

(19) The order of priority of eleclion of elecied candidates shall be the order in which
they are severally eclecled. 1[, at the end of any count two or more candidates are clected,
the order of priorily shall be according to the nuwmber of voles credited to such candidates
beginning with the greatest.

(20) Whenever any transfer is made, cach sub-parcel of paper transferred shall be
placed on the Lop of the parcel, if any, of papers of the candidate, Lo whom the transfer iz
made and that candidate shall be crediled with a number of votes equal to the number of
papers Lranslerred to him.

(21) Non-iransforable papers, except such as in the transfer of a surpius may be
required for the quota of the cleeted candidatles, shall be sel aside as a separale parcel
together with any parce! of non-lransferapic papers already sel aside.

(22} On the transfer of the surplus of an clected candidate, all papers not transferred
to coniinuing candidates and not set aside as provided in the preceding clause, shall be
placed together in one parcel as the quota of the elected candidate and the parcel shall be
marked with the name of the elected canaidate.

16, Result of Scrutiny and Counting —

(1) After the scrutiny and counting is completed, the result thereof shall be reported
fortiwith Lo the Vice-Chanceilor by the Registrar.

(2) On the result of the clection being reported as aloresaid, the result of the counting
showing for each candidate, the nuwmboer of Grst voiles oblaimed and the successive addilions, or
subtractions from the number till the candidate was cxcluded or eleeted, shall be declared by
the Registrar. Immediately alter the final resull is prepared, the voling papers shall be sealoed
in a packet with the seal of one or more of the scrulinizers and ithen handed eover to Lhe

Registrar for sale custody until the desiruction of the voling papors.

17. Appeai.—

(1) No demand of rocounting snail be entertained after the final rounds are over. 'lhe
candidate or the representalive of the candidate may raise obieclion at the end of a particular
count, if he desires. Ile cannot raise any objection if the process of counting is entered into
the next round.

(2) An Appeal against the result of the election shall be preferred to the Vice-Chancellar
within thirty days from the date of declaration ol the result.

(3) The voting papers and all other papers or reeords relating Lo election shall be
destroyed after six moenihs from the date of deciaration of the election result or in the
event of an appeal being preferred against the resull to the Vice-Chancellor, alter thirly
deys from the date of receipt of the Vice-Chancellor’s order, whichever is later.

18, Election of a Candidale from More than One Constituency. — -

(Z) I any candidate is ciected, nominated or co-opled to any authority or body in more
than one capacity, he shall by notice in writing signed by him and delivered to the Registrar
of the University within seven days of the declaration of the result of the last date of such
ciection, nemination or co-oplion, as the case may,choose which of the capacities he shall
hold, and such croice shall be conciusive.
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(2) If the candidate does not make the choice referred to herein within the specified
period of time, the Vice-Chancellor shall decide Lhe capacity which he would hold and his
decision shall be final.

(3) When any such choice has been made by the candidate or a decision given by the
Vice-Chancelior, the Vice-Chancellor shall direct the Registrar to take steps for holding an
clection or carrying out the process of nominalion or co-option | as the case may be, in
which office of a member such vacancy has occurred by reason of such choice.

MAHARASHTRA PUBLIC? UNIVERSITIES ACT, 2016.

No. Parini-2018/CR-89/Vishi-2.—In exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (10} of
section 72 read with sub-section (5) of section 71 of the Maharashtra Public Universities Act, 2016 (Mah.
Act. No. VI of 2017}, the Government of Maharashtra hereby, prescribes the uniform Statute relating to
procedure for conduct of business at the meetings of authorities of the university, namely :—

UNIFORM STATUTE NO. 4 OF 2019.
BOARDS OF STUDIES

41. Meetings —The Board of Studies shall meet at ieast four times a year or as and when required.

42.  Notice of the Meeting.—An officer of the concerned section or unit shall issue a notice of the
meeting o all the members of the Board of Studies at least eight clear days, before the date of the meeting,
along with the agenda for the meeting.

43.  Quorum.—The quorum for the meeting of the Board of Studies shall be one-third of the number
of the sitting members. If there is no quorum, the meeting shali be adjourned by the Chairperson on the
same day or on a later date and no quorum shall be necessary for such adjourned meeting. No quorum
shall be necessary on the following day of the continued meeting.

44. Election of the Chairperson.—The Chairperson of the Board of Studies shall be elected by the
members of the Board of Studies from amongst themselves at its first meeting, before co-option of members
in the Board of Studies as per the proviso of clause (d) of sub-section (2) of section 40 of the Act.

45.  Co-option.—The co-option as per the proviso of clause (a) of sub-section (2) of section 40 of
the Act shall be done at the first meeting of the board of studies before the election of the Chairperson of
the board of studies.

46. Conduct of Business.—(1) The Chairperson orin his absence, a person elected by the members
present from amongst themselves shall preside at the meeting.

(2) Any two or more Boards may, and at the request of the Academic Council or the Management
Council, shall meet and act in concurrence and render a joint report upon any matter which lies within the
purview of both or all of them. The quorum of a joint meeting of the Boards shall inciude a full quorum of
each Board represented, no member present being counted on more than one separate quorum. The joint
meeting shali elect one of the Chairpersons of the Boards of Studies as the Chairperson.

{3) All proposals on the agenda shall be decided by a majority of votes of the members present. The
Chairperson shall have a vote. In case of equality of votes, the Chairperson shall have the casting vote.”

47.  Minutes of the Meeting—(1) The minutes of the meeting of the Board of Studies shall be prepared
immediately after the meeting is concluded and shall be submitted to the Chairperson for his approval.

(2) On approval of the minutes by the Chairperson, the officers concerned may proceed with the
implementation of the resolutions of the Board of Studies.
