Report of Handholding Session on Assessment & Accreditation Process for HEI’s of Amravati
Region organized by Internal Quality Assurance Cell

As per the direction from Department of Higher & Technical Education, Government of
Maharashtra, Directorate of Higher Education, Pune ‘Second Handholding Session on Assessment &
Accreditation Process for HEI’s of Amravati Region’ was successfully held on 4™ May 2023 at Dr
K.G. Deshmukh Hall of the Sant Gadge Baba Amravati University in coordination with the Internal
Quality Assurance Cell (IQAC) and HRDC of Sant Gadge Baba Amravati University.

The Handholding Session was presided over by Hon. Pro-Vice Chancellor Dr. Prasad
Wadegaonkar, Dr. Devendar Kawday, Senior Advisor and Coordinatior, Western Region, NAAC,
Bangaluru as the chief guest, Dr. Prashant Parhad, Deputy Advisor, NAAC, Bangaluru as the Guest
of Honor, Joint Director of Amravati region and Nodal officer Dr. Nalini Tembhekar, and [.Q.A.C.
Director Dr. Sandeep Waghuley, were present.

Dr. Sandeep Waghuley, Director, [.Q.A.C. Sant Gadge Baba Amravati University,
acquainted about achievement of target of NAAC accredited colleges as per KRA and abstract of
NAAC accreditation in Amravati division during his opening and welcome remark.

Dr Nalini Tembhekar, Joint Director of Amravati region and Nodal officer of programme,
while guiding the inaugural session, said the programme has been organized with an aim of getting
information about the Government's Mentor-Mentee ('Paris-Sparsha'’) Scheme. The new National
Education Policy is to be implemented from the coming session. The Government insists that all
colleges should be NAAC accreditated and thus everyone should try their best to get their college
accreditated through NAAC. She informed that the Government will give a fund of Rs 9 crore as
financial assistance to the colleges. She also informed that mentor colleges will select to guide the
colleges which have not been NAAC accreditated or are of low quality.

Dr Prasad Wadegaonkar, Hon. Pro-Vice Chancellor, said there is an institutional growth in
the education sector compared to that there is also a need for qualitative growth. Assessment and
grading is the process for qualitative growth. The Government had clarified that the process of
NAAC should be done by as early; otherwise the students will not be admitted in the coming
academic year. So the colleges should take note of this matter and participate in the process of
NAAC as soon as possible. He also said that there should be regular teachers in the colleges, if there
is no teacher, and then admission process will not be held in such colleges.

Technical Sessions

In the first technical session, Dr Devender Kawday, Advisor NAAC, Bengaluru, while
guiding on assessment and accreditation process of higher education institute, provided detail
information through power point presentation regarding Curriculum Design and Development,
Academic Flexibility, Curriculum Enrichment and Feedback System, Teaching, Learning and
Evolution under Student Enrolment and Profile, Catering to Student Diversity, Teaching-Learning
Process, Teacher Profile and Quality, Evolution Process and Reforms, Student Performance and
Learning Outcomes and Student Satisfaction Survey, Research, Innovations and Extensions,
Infrastructure and Learning Resources, Student Support and Progression, Governance, Leadership
and Management, Institutional Values and Best Practices under curricular aspects.

While guiding the participants in the second technical session of the workshop, Dr Prashant
Parhad provided the information through PowerPoint presentation regarding eligibility criteria to
apply for Assessment and Accreditation Process of NAAC, Online Assessment and Accreditation
Process, Registration Process, I[IQA application process, Process of DVV, Extended Profile of the
QIF, Pre-Qualification Stage, Student Satisfaction Survey and on others.

Dr Devender Kawday and Dr Prashant Parhad answered the queries raised by Dr Varsha
Deshmukh, Dr Ajay Kukde, Dr Phundkar, Dr Nagesh Gaikwad, Dr Vijay Agrawal, Praveen Ugle,
Mangdia, Vishal Gajbhiye as well as principals of affiliated colleges and their representatives and
IQAC co-ordinators. 160 faculties from wvarious affiliated colleges/institutions were actively
participated in the program.

The programme started with the university song. The guests were felicitated with books and
souvenirs. Introductory and welcome speech was delivered by Dr Sandeep Waghuley. Dr Varsha
Kumar of HRDC conducted the proceedings as well as proposed a vote of thanks. The program
ended with the National Anthem.
