7. Leave your troubles at home, attend the interview with an open and with
full determination to succeed.

8. Be very clear and precise in your answer; do not try to bluff but speak with
confidence.

9. Look into the eyes of the person interviewing you, be courteous,
courageous and have no fear.

10. You should have a clear idea as far as possible regarding the nature of the
job for which you are a candidate.

11. Never give anybody's reference that so and so has sent you or knows you.

12. Before leaving the room thank the employer, close the door behind gently.

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NITI Aayog has launched SATH, a program providing ‘Sustainable Action for
Transforming Human capital’ with the State Governments. The vision of the program
istoinitiate transformation in the education and health sectors.

SATH aims to identify and build three future ‘role model’ states for health systems.
The programme will be implemented by NITI along with McKinsey & Company and
IPE Global consortium, who were selected through a competitive bidding process.

To select the three model states, NITI defined a three-stage process — expression of
interest, presentations by the states and assessment of commitment to health sector
reforms. NITI invited all states and UTs to participate in the program. Sixteen states
expressed prima facie interest, of which fourteen made their presentations. Andhra
Pradesh, Assam, Bihar, Chandigarh, Goa, Gujarat, Haryana, Jharkhand, Karnataka,
Madhya Pradesh, Odisha, Punjab, Telangana and Uttar Pradesh presented their project
proposal to a Committee headed by Member of NITI Aayog, Shri Bibek Debroy and
comprising of CEO, Amitabh Kant as well as a representative from the Ministry of
Health and Family Welfare.

Of these fourteen states, five have been shortlisted. Subsequently, three will be
selected on the basis of further evaluations and objective assessment of criteria
affecting the potential for impact and likelihood of success.
