1. The wunrelenting global spread of highly
pathogenic avian influenza (HPAI) has now
extended into polar bear populations at the
planet’s farthest reaches after the first
documented death of the vulnerable species
from the virus late last year in northernmost
Alaska.

5. A new study utilizing advanced microscopy
techniques has detected extremely high levels of
micro and nanoplastic particles in several
popular bottled water brands. On average, each
liter was found to contain over 200,000 plastic
fragments - with around 90% sized in the
nanoscale range below 1 micrometer. These
pose heightened health risks compared to larger
particles. The miniscule synthetic polymer
pieces likely originate from plastic bottle
materials, purification filters, and other water
treatment processes. But their sheer abundance
and transmission potential raises pressing
questions around the safety of packaged
drinking water.
